For CSEA-Represented Health Research, Inc. (HRI) Employees

April 1, 2010-March 31, 2011




Effective April 1, 2010, all applications for
the HRI/CSEA Partnership Tuition Voucher
Program must be received by HRI no later
than January 15" of any fiscal year.
Applications received after the January 15
deadline will not be approved.
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Purpose

The Tuition Voucher Program provides CSEA-represented employees with
vouchers that pay tuition at participating schools, enabling them to achieve
greater career mobility and promotional opportunities and to prepare for future
workforce needs.

Eligibility

CSEA-represented HRI employees who are working halftime or more are eligible.

Advisement

We suggest that you seek academic advisement by calling the school directly or
by calling a Partnership advisor at (800) 253-4332 or (518) 486-7814 before you
apply. Partnership advisors are available for individual confidential advisement in
the areas of educational planning, alternative approaches to further education,
educational financing, and adult education basics.

Many schools have specific requirements you must meet before registering for a
course. The name, address, school code and types of courses (graduate or
undergraduate, credit and non-credit) that are available at each participating
school are included in this catalog, as well as the name of the person(s) at the
school to whom questions should be directed.

Course Criteria

= Eligible courses must begin between April 1, 2010 and March 31, 2011 or
you must be actively participating in the course sometime between these
dates. All applications must be received by HRI no later than January 15"
of any fiscal year. Applications received after the January 15" deadline
will not be approved.

= All courses must be vocational, trade, technical, or business-related, and
relevant to HRI’s objectives.

» Non-credit courses on subjects not applicable to any of HRI's workforce
needs are not eligible, including but not limited to the following:
e Bartending
Gaming (e.qg., billiards, poker)
Modeling and appearance enhancement
Pet care, pet grooming, and pet obedience training
Physical education (e.g., kickboxing, karate, martial arts, yoga,
dance, Pilates)

Real estate salesperson/agent/broker
¢ Reiki, yoga, meditation, hypnosis



= At most participating schools, a voucher will cover only non-credit or
undergraduate credit-bearing courses; however, a limited number of
participating schools will accept vouchers as a partial payment for
graduate courses.

Tuition Coverage Limits

The 2010-2011 Tuition Voucher Program provides you with one tuition voucher
per fiscal year.

At most patrticipating schools, a voucher will cover FULL tuition for:

= ONE undergraduate course up to a maximum of 4 credits (at the resident
rate), OR

»= ONE non-credit course up to $828, OR

= ONE Excelsior College fee (other than enrollment/initial evaluation or
clinical nursing exam).

At participating schools, a voucher will only PARTIALLY cover:

graduate tuition

four-year CUNY tuition charged at the non-matriculated rate

tuition charged at a non-resident rate

some private college specialty courses

Excelsior College enrolliment/initial evaluation fee or clinical nursing exam.

Tuition costs in excess of the maximum provided are the student’s
responsibility. All fees and expenses other than tuition are the
student’s responsibility.

Applying for Your Voucher

An application form is included in the back of this catalog. You may apply for
ONE voucher per fiscal year. Applications for this fiscal year will be accepted
from April 1, 2010 until January 15, 2011 and applications must be RECEIVED
(not postmarked) by January 15, 2011.

When applying:

= Complete the information on the application form as requested and
include the correct school code and name, from pages 8-23 of this
catalog.

= Sign the form and mail it to the Human Resources Department, Health
Research, Inc., Riverview Center, 150 Broadway — Suite 560, Menands,
NY 12204 or fax to (518) 431-1252.

Using Your Tuition Voucher

You must follow the school’s registration instructions and schedule, and you

must submit the original voucher to the school when you register for your

course. By doing so, you give permission to the school to bill the Partnership. If

you do not formally register at the school, you may not be allowed to attend the
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course. If you do not submit the original voucher to the school, you may be billed
by the school.

Canceling Your Voucher

You must immediately notify HRI’s Human Resources Department by
calling (518) 431-1215 if you are unable to use the voucher you were issued.
Failure to do so may result in future loss of this benefit.

If you receive a tuition voucher, but decide not to use it, you may cancel it by
following the procedures outlined below.

If you have the original tuition voucher in your possession:

1. Cancel it by signing it on the back in the space provided, and

2. Mail the original form to the Partnership.
You will be notified that the tuition voucher has been canceled.
If you do not have the original tuition voucher in your possession, please call
(800) 253-4332 and request a Tuition Benefit Cancellation Request Form. You
will be given specific instructions about how to cancel the tuition voucher at that
time.
Tuition voucher cancellations can only be granted if no charges were incurred
against the original voucher. Cancellations must be requested by March 31,
2011.

Tuition vouchers cannot be carried over from one fiscal year to the next.

Changing Courses and/or Schools

If you want to use your voucher for a course OR at a school other than the one
specified on it, you must cancel the voucher (see Canceling Your Voucher above)
and then reapply by January 15, 2011 (see Applying for Your Voucher above).

Dropping a Course

If you register for a course but withdraw within the school’s 100% refund period (if
one is available), the Partnership will not be required to pay for your participation
in the course. Information regarding the availability, dates and time periods for a
100% refund as well as information on a school’s drop procedures can be
obtained by contacting the school directly.

Employees must immediately notify HRI's Human Resources Department
by calling (518) 431-1215 if discontinuing or withdrawing from coursework,
as penalties will apply.




Course Completion Requirements

Employees must present evidence that their course was satisfactorily completed to
HRI's Human Resources Department within 60 days of course completion. Failure to
submit evidence may result in full recovery by HRI of educational assistance provided
and administrative fees incurred.

Leaving Employment

Employees must be employed by HRI throughout the duration of their course.
Employees who leave employment with HRI prior to the completion of their course
will be responsible for paying HRI directly for the cost of the course, including tuition,
administrative fee and tax, if applicable.

Other Financial Aid

You may be eligible for state or federal student financial aid if you are enrolled in
a college degree or certificate program. The following resources may also be of
interest to you:

Aid for Part-Time Study (APTS)

Most colleges offer this New York State grant to help pay tuition costs for students
enrolled in 3 to 11 credit hours of study. You must be matriculated in a degree or
certificate program and must meet income eligibility requirements. Contact your
school’s financial aid office for an application and further details.

Federal Pell Grant Program

The Federal Pell Grant Program provides need-based grants to low-income
undergraduate and certain post-baccalaureate students to promote access to
post-secondary education. This grant may be used for tuition, books,
transportation, and other related college expenses. Use the Free Application for
Federal Student Aid (available from college financial aid offices) to apply.

Guide to Financial Aid for Working Adult Students

This free Partnership guide may help you obtain additional financial assistance
beyond HRI educational benefits if you are enrolled in a college degree or
certificate program. Commonly asked questions about state and federal financial
aid are answered, and a step-by-step plan to apply for financial aid is explained.

Federal Tax Benefits for Education
If you, your spouse or a dependent are taking college courses or other post
secondary training, you may benefit from the Hope Credit, American Opportunity

Credit, or Lifetime Learning Credit. These programs are federal tax credits to
help you offset the costs of higher education.
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Taxes

For more information about any of the financial aid programs described, call (800)
253-4332.

In general, job-related educational assistance benefits are not taxable, with the
following clarifications and exceptions:

=  No tax withholding is required on educational assistance benefits provided to
employees up to a $5,250 limit during the calendar year.

m Educational assistance benefits that exceed $5,250 may be taxable, unless
they can be excluded as a “working condition fringe benefit”.

However, these exemptions are scheduled to expire on December 31, 2010. If
the exemptions are not extended beyond that date, all educational assistance
benefits paid by an employer may be considered taxable income; taxes on that
amount could be withheld from paychecks in the December following the date the
benefit was paid.

Please speak to your accountant or tax advisor for further guidance.

Additional Educational Resources

HRI Tuition Reimbursement

HRI's Tuition Reimbursement Program can provide 65% reimbursement of tuition
expenses, up to $650 per semester. You may utilize this program along with the
Tuition Voucher Program for additional classes. Call HRI's Human Resources
Department at (518) 431-1215 for more information. NOTE: If you are taking
an undergraduate course at a private college listed in this catalog, it will be
more beneficial to use a Partnership voucher to pay for the course than to
use HRI's Tuition Reimbursement Program.

Educational Advisement Services

In addition to advice on using tuition benefits, advisors are also available to work
with you in the following areas:

Financing Your Education-information about various financial aid programs,
eligibility requirements, federal tax credits and searching for scholarships.

Academic Advisement-assistance with choosing courses best suited to your
needs, determining whether a school or non-traditional program is your best
alternative, deciding whether or not to pursue a college degree and choosing a
college major.

Adult Education Basics, GED and ESOL-referral information and advisement
to improve math, reading and writing skills, study English for Speakers of Other
Languages (ESOL), obtain a high school diploma or GED or enhance pre-college
skills is available. Many classes are free and held at convenient locations. All
inquiries are confidential.

Support Services for Students with Disabilities

disability. If you have a disability and are interested in taking courses, it is
important that you call the Partnership at (800) 253-4332 or call the school as
soon as possible so that services can be arranged.

Participating Schools

On pages 8-23, you will find regional lists of schools that participate in the Tuition
Voucher Program. The school name, address, contact person, and school code
(required on the application form) are included for each participating school.
These schools have agreed to accept vouchers in lieu of payment from students
and will bill the Partnership directly for course tuition. Please note that some
schools have different school codes assigned to them for graduate and
undergraduate credit-bearing and non-credit courses, and are listed separately.
Some schools have multiple campuses, but only selected campuses accept
vouchers. It is important that you use the correct school code on your application
because schools only accept vouchers for certain types of courses.

For example, graduate schools accept vouchers for graduate courses. Most
schools will not allow students to register for graduate courses unless they
already possess a bachelor’'s degree.

Undergraduate schools accept vouchers for undergraduate credit courses.
Undergraduate credit courses are courses offered at community colleges and
universities where college credit is awarded upon course completion. Students
taking undergraduate credit courses must usually possess a high school diploma
or GED and are often taking courses to obtain an associate’s or bachelor’s
degree.

Non-credit schools accept vouchers for non-credit courses. Non-credit
courses are generally offered at BOCES or college continuing education
departments. Non-credit courses do not award college credits, but sometimes
award continuing education units (CEU’s).
